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Intent
At St Paul’s School we aim to help children develop skills and knowledge that will enable them to communicate creatively with the world at large, through spoken and written language, whilst helping each child to reach his/her full potential.  Our goal is to help children enjoy and understand literature in its rich diversity. We aim for children to leave school as fluent, independent and competent readers and writers. 
We believe that all pupils should have the opportunity to be fluent, confident readers who are able to successfully comprehend and understand a wide range of texts. We want our pupils to develop a love of reading, become acquainted with different authors, and gain a better understanding of the world in which they live through the knowledge they gain from their texts. We will expose them to a wide range of vocabulary in order to broaden their experience of language and words.

Implementation
In EYFS and Year 1 the children follow the Little Wandle Phonics Scheme.  Children are expected to be at Phase 5 before moving on to Turquoise colour book band.  Children who have not progressed to Phase 5 will be on Little Wandle catch-up programmes from Year 2, until they achieve that phonics phase.  
At St. Paul’s the consistent approach to planning using VIPERS ensures delivery of skills and questioning in reading comprehension.  Daily reading activities should include a range of individual reading, paired/shared reading, time in the book area, reading buddies, whole class reading, a class book read to them and practice reading sessions (as part of the Little Wandle catch-up programmes).  Reading is part of every lesson and quality books and texts are sought out to support all areas of the curriculum.  
We have a school library where children are encouraged to select texts that are of interest to them which in turn develops a love of reading.  Each classroom has a reading area with a wide selection of reading material for children to read for pleasure.  Specific displays relating to class book novels are changed termly or every half term.  The displays celebrate authors, rich vocabulary, discuss ideas, character traits and predictions etc.  Reading is celebrated weekly and termly by teachers giving star reader certificates.  The reader of the term will also be given a special pin badge.  In classrooms, reading is celebrated as reading champions which is a collective reading reward for reading with adults or showing a love of reading.

We check pupil reading achievement and progress using a variety of assessment tools, including NFER tests, KS1 and KS2 SAT results, Y1 phonics screening, Little Wandle ongoing phonics assessments, and school reading programs. The literacy planning structure ensures that there is a consistent approach to the teaching and delivery of reading across the school.  Yearly, pupil voice questionnaires inform us of the love of reading ethos and which aspects of reading our pupils enjoy and would like the school to improve upon.  Our reward system shows that students read extensively and often, with age-appropriate fluency and comprehension.   Regularly changing reading displays in the classroom show how reading is prioritized and encouraged at school. 
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
